Luke Deshotels suggested running the shoot at a loss to subsidize the shooters fees in order to stimulate attendance since the Zone had excess funds in the CDs. Ken Keth recommended that we wait until we see the shoot’s reports in order to make a determination of the extend of any subsidy. We can put the issue on the Winter Agenda .Reports to be sent to all directors as soon as the numbers are available. The question of the Status of the General Liability for Zone 4 was bought up. Joe Solsona reported that he had not seen a renewal invoice yet, so he will check with Hollis Boss about the status
7. New Business: 2008 Zone Shoot Location. As of this date, Bill Murrell had a verbal bid from Ft. Bragg, no response from Savannah, and Tom Lowe had received no information regarding a bid. Ken Stated that no formal requests for bids have gone out to prospective locations yet. Steve Shackelford moved that we consider 2008 Zone Shoot at the winter meeting when we have more information. Frank Enle Second. Motion carried.

Due to the unstable situation at Forest City Gun Club, Louise Terry felt that it would be prudent to support an alternate site such as Ft. Bragg in addition to Tom Lowe Shooting Grounds. And with the considerable build up of residential housing around Tom Lowe Shooting Grounds and the uncertainty of the club’s existence after Tom Lowe’s retirement from the Fulton County Commission, it would make even better sense to have an alternate site. Luke Deshotels expressed his concern and displeasure that the NSSA did not approach him about hosting the 2007 Kreighoff Masters shoot and that the shoot went to Ft. Bragg. Louise Terry’s reply was that the decision to go to Ft. Bragg by made by the sponsors not NSSA. Ken Keth moved to table the discussion as it did not pertain to Zone 4 business. 

Next order of business: Ken Keth asked then asked Louise Terry if she would update us on NSSA business. Louise informed us that the NSSA most likely will need to relocate. The executive committee is looking at all criteria for a relocation such as airports, location to shooters, population, etc., as well as getting a stage 2 environmental plan (clean up) at present location. Nothing can be formulated until NSSA gets a firm offer on present location. Louise went on to say that Directors will be voting on new bylaws and Articles of incorporation at the mini world directors meeting in San Antonio as required maintaining their 501 (c) (3) non profit status. 
The next discussion was started by Tom Lause in regards to the Zone 4 open teams and the selection process. After much discussion, Allen Mc Cannon moved to create a committee to review the procedure. Frank Enle second. Motion passed. Ken Keth appointed Barry Rich to head committee.
Cheryl asked that we consider at the winter meeting a change of the meeting time during the Zone 4 shoot as it interferes with registration.

Tom Lause moved to adjoin. Barry Rich second- Motion Carried.

Ken Keth adjourned the meeting at 2:45 PM.
